Cameras

After a lengthy period with much research and deliberation we believe we have a camera solution that offers us both immediate benefit in the form of CCTV cameras plus the capability to expand in the future with number plate recognition equipment. Essentially this involves spending a good sum of money on the computer hardware and software now that will drive and host the cameras going forward.

The headline is that we will require approximately R60 000 to install the system (computer hardware and software) plus have two cameras at the Roberts Taunton intersection. This is a lot of money but we have opted for quality and hopefully something that will last. We will be in for approximately a further R30 000 to get cameras at the top of Taunton Rd and then on Villiers Dr. This will then cover our three road access points.

As the LCCA we have agreed a budget of R35 000 towards the first step of installation and the Roberts/Taunton intersection. We therefore need to raise the balance of R25 000. Our bank account details are :
